Most have been completed and
accounting completed. Eckington Civic Association did a history brochure also. 3 grants actually returned
money. HELP Foundation submitted a letter to the ANC about their grant also; Commissioner Salatti
read it aloud; HELP is returning the 12,000 dollars to ANC5C; Mike Clark asked if there are documents
over the last two years as far as how the ANC5C has spent its money. Commissioner Bonds said the DC
Office auditor has all those documents; the Commission will be meeting to discuss grants at a Commit-
tee of the Whole. Commissioner Salatti said he would put a list of grantees and amounts together for
