Minutes from November, December, and January; Commissioner Farmer-Allen motion to accept the 

minutes and Commissioner Daneker 2nd; motion amended to approve November minutes; motion 

passed; Commissioner Farmer-Allen motion was 2nd that all minutes be accepted; Commissioner Day 

abstained January minutes (he said comments were attributed to him but he was not there for that part 

of the discussion); strike that from the minutes because he had left early; Commissioner Daneker mo-

tion to pass the January minutes Commissioner Ransom 2nd that they pass the January 2010 minutes 

with the necessary corrections as discussed; passed unanimously; Commissioner Bonds said we now 

have November and January passed; need December; Commissioner Daneker motion to accept Decem-

ber minutes; Commissioner Day 2nd to accept December minutes; motion passed with Commissioner 

Salatti abstained

jects like NY Avenue playground and First and Florida playground; Harry Thomas and Edgewood Rec 

Centers are part of the long term plan; both were renovated in the interim; did a business expo that 

highlighted over 50 businesses in Ward 5; trying to focus on small business development; requiring big 

businesses to contract/mentor smaller businesses; his wife will be here later to talk about the marathon; 

Commissioner Ransom asked about him switching his car tags; Commissioner Pinkney asked about the 

Hyde School building use; HT said he introduced a bill that says the residents should decide how excess 

properties will be used; he thanks this ANC for supporting that law; Commissioner Wright spoke about 

Friends Of groups and the rec center; HT said he encourages all of the friends of groups to come and

Commissioner Bonds said gave copies of formal resolutions; convened a COW (Committee of the 

Whole) meeting in January and discussed these matters; publically and properly called of course so they 

would have these resolutions ready; Resolution 1 ς cell phones for ANC5C Commissioners; agrees to the 

purchase of cell phones and a payment of a portion of the bill up to 40 dollars per month; in event of 

abuse, or if a Commissioner is no longer capable to perform duties phone retuned to Treasurer; ANC 

purchases the phone and the purchase limit is not in the resolution; motion to table the resolution; 2nd; 

motion passed; unanimously Commissioner Bonds; Mr. Simon said it is a reimbursable expense; auditor 

is working on a set of rules that have not been issued yet, so you might want to consult with that office; 

each major provider has a DC government liaison and they can give you some better rates; Commis-

sioner Wright asked what have problems been; Mr. Simon said things like roll over minutes, family 

plans, etc. have all been issues; there are a number of subtleties you might want to consider; Commis-

sioner Day motion to table discussion; Commissioner Daneker 2nd; Commissioner Edwards said we can 

table but set a definite day to revisit; friendly amendment to set a certain date to revisit; accepted; mo-

tion passed Commissioner Daneker opposed 

Commissioner Bonds said ANC5C does not have a recording secretary; Commissioner Grant will be the 

Recording Secretary starting next meeting; motion passed; he was sworn in by Mr. Simon 

 



Draft Resolution to support citizens who are looking at the vacated Safeway store ς organize, identify 

and welcome a new retailer to that location; Commissioner Bonds read the resolution aloud; there was 

specific mention of food items, pharmacy; Commissioner Daneker motion to support; Commissioner 

Salatti 2nd; Commissioner Edwards is concerned ς are they setting themselves up for another failure; can

will take some work;  Commissioner Daneker motion to table discussion; motion passed Commissioner 

Wright and Commissioner Edwards voted no; motion passed with Commissioner Pinkney abstaining 

Motion to Bond Officers passed unanimously 

Commissioner Bonds spoke about letters of support for various bills ς DC seniors who own their homes 

getting help to improve their homes for example, draft calendar; April meeting is at All Nations Church; 

May meeting at Catholic U; ANC5C meets on the third Tuesday of every month 

Commissioner Salatti ς letter to DC public schools ς the letter is still in process; his goal is to get it out 

to the Commission by the end of the month; letter to the mayor about Cook school; Commissioner Pink-

ney received not one response from the mayor concerning John F Cook school in NW; has received a 

letter from the DC Public Charter School Board ς they are requesting that they be able to move into the 

Cook School; there will be a hearing; she delivered letters of opposition from community to the mayor; 

she will post on listservs and Commissioner Bonds asked her to send it to all the Commissioners 

2010 Budget - Commissioner Day ς he read the line items; copying and printing 

expenses exhausted, Commissioner Day suggests they find a less expensive printer; 

spent 500 dollars last year on the new sound system; there are 25 line items that 

are allowable expenses; Grants Committee should use $14,000 as their baseline per 

year for approving grants; Commissioner Salatti asked about bank charges; leaving 

Industrial Bank and going to B of A; Commissioner Ransom asked if a budget was 

produced that says how much we spent for the year; annual budget for 2010 

passed unanimously by the Commission 

 

Various Items ς Commissioner Ransom said there was a lot of citizen input about snow removal; an-

other issue was a complaint went to the Human Rights Office and the Commission was asked to take a 

sensitivity test online so that they are respectful to each other at all times; we are human; Commis-

sioner Bonds asked that each and every Commissioner complete the online test; there was discussion

Tim Clark spoke about the website and either using kids from McKinley Tech or opening it up to com-

petitive bids 

Robert Brannum spoke about guest speakers who will be speaking at the DC Federation of Civic Associa-

tions

Grants Committee ς Commissioner Grant, Commissioner Wright, Michael Henderson, and Jioni Palmer 

ς Highlights: 5000 limit first three years, 2500 next two years, and then 1000 in subsequent years; letters 

to applicants who are in good standing and those who are not; Commission can exclude applicant who 

fails to properly report use of funds from use of future funds; Commissioner Pinkney asked about first 3 

years; Commissioner Farmer - Allen asked about applying in multiple years; there was a lively discussion 

about the grant process and guidelines; ANC5C gave out 90 thousand dollars in 2009; Commissioner Day 

said that we need to place limits so that we can spread out the monies; Commissioner Bonds said there 

may be a cap on ANC funds so we need to manage our money well; Tim Clark spoke about prescreening
