An ANC Commissioner she spoke about a pawn shop; she said ANC
does not have great weight according to DCRA,; but her attorney says they
do; she has learned a lot about the law and pawn shops; she is asking this
Commission to support law; a pawn shop can have similar impact as an
alcohol establishment and ANC should have great weight; nobody regu-

lates pawn shops, this law would put them under securities and banking;

pawn shops are there to lend money, and many charge predatory lending
rates; some are 60-144% annually; legislation calls for interest rate cap of 24% per year includ-
ing fees; Commissioner Bonds said this issue has not come up in our area, and this Commis-

sion would not be voting on this today

that he explain the new items; remainder of the year grant limit is 5000

dollars; starting in 2011 folks who want to apply should submit grant in (a

specific time frame) so that we can look at all grants together; we also created letters stating
grant recipients are either in good standing or not; shows accountability, and this ANC has
taken all of the steps it should to ensure proper use; this also allows us to not use up all our
funds; also first 3 years 5000, next two years, 2500, subsequent years 1000 so that we maintain
partnerships while allowing for others to receive funds; these will be posted on our website and

will schedule additional meetings on grants

new issue) and also people really need to have the opportunity to voice their concerns and have
a say in what they want; he wants to speak up for his neighborhood but he is the Commissioner;
if people disagree please take time to understand the real issue the person is trying to bring up;
if we create a hostile environment it is somewhat of a failure; Commissioner Edwards said
please be respectful of each other; Commissioner Wright said she was disheartened by some of
the things she saw on the blogs; some items were hostile etc; this ANC did not receive this ap-
plication until last week; liquor licenses are deliberative process; further, comments made along
the lines of race or class are unacceptable; remember we have granted almost 30000 dollars to
Bloomingdale in the last year; we have supported various projects; we cannot vote on some-
thing that is verbal, we must have an application;

on the stipulated license now but it is premature to submit

because application has not gone through the pipeline;

Commissioner Wright asked when should ANC vote; pre-

senter said when he receives placard which is when the community gives feedback, etc; proc-
ess allows for the business owners to be heard as well as the community; currently zoned R4
residential; Commissioner Bonds asked if they need an exception to R4 so can operate restau-
rant; presenter said because he is applying for restaurant not tavern he will need to go through
zoning (not an ABRA issue, a DCRA issue); ABRA, Office Tax and Revenue, DCRA, and DDOT
(public space): all these offices/documents must be approved before placard; placard is the trig-
ger; once the placard goes up it does not mean he has a stipulated license; you can submit
stipulated license the day he is placarded; Commissioner Davenport asked about remaining
documents; once he receives placards he can start to sell liquor; there was more discussion
about the process; Commissioner Bonds said we are trying to understand the process; but ANC
is not part of the process until the red signs go up; Commissioner Bonds said community will be
looking for the red signs on the windows, which, if he has a stipulated license, means he can
start serving |liquor; ANC can vote tonight but wo
ABRA person said there is a new board and they are looking at still having roll call hearings,
then determine if voluntary agreement is enforceable; presenter said this is no different than
anywhere else in the city; stipulated licenses are typical in DC; stipulated license is dependent
on the ANC vote; resident asked how someone can serve alcohol when it is zoned as residen-

tial; Commissioner Bonds said he would have to get an exception to the R4 residential zoning;
