Bear (what is the issue); Commissioner Pinkney described how Big Bear is look-
ing for a stipulated license (45 day period) which then becomes permanent unless the community ob-
jects; Ted spoke about the purpose of a 45 day period (gives the community an opportunity to observe);
some businesses work out a voluntary agreement and that becomes part of the ABC Board; that makes

it easier if there are problems to get action from the ABC Board; Commissioner Pinkney said the ANC5C
does not have a process in place for anyone requesting a liquor license, so they have to be particularly
careful how they handle it; one would be implementing a voluntary agreement; also the establishment
should seek support from all of the Civic Associations; last night there was a meeting for folks in the im-
mediate area of Big Bear so the ANC would have something to report back; Ted works there so he recue-
sed himself; Eckington has written a letter of support; Tim said he spoke to his uncle and those licenses
are worth a lot of money, how does it work to give a smaller location that licenitsgoes not work out

in a business sense; is this the location we want to give this license to; Ted said they just want to sell

about ANC5C having a uniform approach to handling these licenses; Commissioner Wright said she was
disappointed in some of the things she read on the listservs/blogs; having a voluntary agreement is pro-
tocol; for us to vote on something like that immediately was not following protocol; Ted agreed that
some of the things written online are completely out of line; Commissioner Wright said Big Bear does
not even have a public space permit to operate outside; Ted said there is no reason ANC5C should be
rushed; Tim asked about tabling the process and saying we will wait and accept all of them ANC did with
the grants process; Commissioner Wright said we need to look at things geographically, look at things
and see where we are; Commissioner Pinkney said we should do procedures; Michael Henderson said a
voluntary agreement should be mandatory, and that this issue is being watched by many in this city (Ted
said yes it has been picked up by City Paper, etc); Mr. Henderson said our ANC should be deliberate, and
develop a process for handling these types of requests (he is on the ANC Grants Committee); the ANC5C
Grants Committee came up with a good process and procedure because they did their research and
studied other organizations as well; Commissioner Pinkney spoke about neighborhoods; ANC5C meeting
tomorrow (Tuesday)at Catholic U Student Cenfepm
